The Outcomes of the 3™ Ministerial Meeting on Tourism Cooperation
Between Cambodia and Thailand
Bangkok, Kingdom of Thailand

With permission from the Royal Government of Cambodia, H.E. Sok Soken,
Minister of Tourism of Cambodia, led a delegation consisted of leaders and officials of
the Ministry of Tourism to the 3rd Ministerial Meeting on Tourism Cooperation between
Cambodia and Thailand, which was held from 17-18 July 2024 in Bangkok, Thailand.
This meeting was organized in accordance with the Memorandum of Understanding
on Cambodia-Thailand Cooperation signed in 2014 and the bilateral meeting between
Samdech Moha Borvor Thipadei HUN MANET, Prime Minister of Cambodia, and
His Excellency Setha Thavisin, Prime Minister of the Kingdom of Thailand, on
February 7, 2024, during the Official Visit of the Prime Minister of Cambodia to
Thailand regarding the promotion of tourism between the two countries. The meeting
was chaired by the two Co-Chairs, H.E. Sok Soken, Minister of Tourism of the
Kingdom of Cambodia, and H.E. Sermsak Pongpanit, Minister of Tourism and Sports
of the Kingdom of Thailand, with the participation of the Cambodia Tourism Marketing
and Promotional Broad (CTB) and the Tourism Authority of Thailand (TAT) as well as
relevant private sectors.

The meeting reviewed the results of the 7th Joint Working Group on Bilateral
Tourism Cooperation between Cambodia and Thailand held on July 17, 2024 and the
progress of the implementation of the Joint Action Plan on Cambodia-Thailand
Tourism Cooperation 2023-2025, and revised some points of this joint action plan to
respond to the current situation. The meeting focused on five key collaborations:

1. Enhanced Cross-Border Facilitation: Both parties agreed to further
facilitate cross-border travel for tourists from both nations and tourists
from third countries.

2. "Two Countries, One Destination" Campaign: The Meeting
discussed about joint promotion, familiarization trips, joint tourism
events, and participation in each other's tourism events.

3. Human Resource Development: Both parties agreed to promote the
implementation of the ASEAN Mutual Recognition on Tourism
Professionals (MRA-TP) and mobility among ASEAN tourism
professionals.

4. Promoting Quality Tourism: Both parties agreed
collaboration on implementing tourism service standafte




5. Promoting Tourism Investment: Both parties committed to enhancing
their information sharing and exploring potential investment

opportunities between the two countries.

Moreover, both parties jointly organized a Workshop on "Joint Tourism
Professional Package" between Thailand and Cambodia, which was participated by
relevant private sectors.

Furthermore, on 17 July 2024, Mr. Ith Vichit, Executive Director of the
Cambodia Tourism Marketing and Promotion Board (CTB), met with representatives
of the Tourism Authority of Thailand (TAT) to discuss future collaboration and enhance
tourist flows between the two countries.
